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An abstract is a concise summary of a scientific work that serves both informational and filtering functions. A well-written abstract enables readers to understand the research topic, methods, findings, and interpretation. In peer review practice, the most frequent weaknesses include poor structure, unclear objectives, overly vague language, and missing key results. 
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
